	Q: Will the State Contract and Procurement Registration System (SCPRS) reporting ever go away?
	A: For departments transacting in FI$Cal, there will no longer be a need to do an extra SCPRS entry (Wave 4, exempt and deferred departments will continue to enter their transactions in FI$Cal SCPRS.

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Q: Is the Buget check during requistion process (soft encumbrance) really checked against the Budget? Will the requistion pass commitment conrol?
	A: Yes, it is checked against the budget but won’t get stopped based on fund availability. It just confirms that chart fields are valid and gives users a heads up on fund availability.

	Q:  What if the requester did not put Chartfield information on the requisition? Chartfeld info is not required on the requisition, so if the Chartfields are left blank, what does the budget check look at?
	A: The COA is indicated on the requisition and whatever the user puts in at the COA is the budget string that is checked. They are required fields and will be part of a requestor’s default information. The requestor can change the chartfield info, if needed.
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
