	Q: How is "Location" defined by FI$Cal?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]A: In PeopleSoft, the Location table is a data table that will house the physical location information that the FI$Cal users will enter and access when this data is required.  Location is utilized by all PeopleSoft financials modules. For example, location is used by the Purchasing Module to draw information for Ship To and Bill To locations, which are printed on the Purchase Order dispatch pages. Some additional examples of Location uses include Accounts Payable’s ability to extract agency information on warrant files. Project Costing can use locations to define districts which are tied to each project. Asset management can use specific fields, such as Building number, Floor Number and sector, on the location to provide a more detailed location of asset placement.
